Rusk County Farmers Market Producer Contract 2018 vendor rules

The market is located on the corner of Highway 8 and 2nd Street in downtown Ladysmith.  The market officially opens June 9 and closes the last market day in October.  Early season sales are permitted.  Market hours are Saturdays 8:30am till noon, Wednesdays noon till 4 PM.

The undersigned agrees:

1)To sell only what I, or a direct member of my family, have produced.  I am not reselling products that someone else has grown or produced.  I also agree to provide written directions to all locations where I am growing produce or producing my product, and a list of the products I am growing or producing, and to make the property available for inspection.  The market manager will make exceptions to this rule on a case by case basis.   

 2) To sell within the market days and hours; Wednesdays noon till 4pm, Saturdays 8:30am till noon.  No producers vehicles are allowed on the market grounds until one hour before the market opens. If you feel you need more set up time please call the market manager to make arrangements.  You must be at the market 15 minutes before opening in order to claim your assigned spot.  If you miss 3 or more markets your spot can be forfeited.  Producers arriving after the market has opened may be asked to park in another spot instead of their usual spot.

3) To follow the State of Wisconsin food safety rules, and to display all required licenses at the market.

4) To conduct myself in a professional and courteous manner towards my fellow producers and towards customers.  Producers are not allowed to smoke in selling areas. Smoking is allowed only within the producers vehicle.

5) To pay selling fees in a prompt manner, $15.00 per market or $125.00 per season. 

6)  All crafts must be made by the seller, or by a family member.  Producers already selling at the market may sell crafts made by them as long as the crafts remain a small percentage of their overall product being offered (suggested 70% produce, 30% craft ratio).  Exceptions can be made at the beginning and end of the season by the market manager.

7)  It is the responsibility of all vendors to secure EZ-Ups or umbrellas with sandbags, weights and stakes.  Any damage caused by an unsecured shade structure to people, vehicles or the market’s EZ-Ups is the responsibility of the vendor.
Failure to follow these rules will result in a verbal warning from the market manager.  A second violation of 

these rules can result in the market manager asking the seller to leave the market.  Further violations 

can result in the seller being asked to not sell any more that season at the discretion of the market manager.
